Dear ACHA Coach or Manager,
I am writing to inform you that there will be a zero tolerance policy on mouth guards at all College Hockey Mid-America rinks for the 2009-2010 season.  Due to inconsistent enforcement in past seasons, we will be instructing the officials to strictly adhere to the following procedure in the NCAA 2008-2010 Rulebook:

Rule 3, Section 6.  All players are required to wear an internal mouth guard that covers all the remaining teeth of one jaw. The mouth guard shall not be altered from original manufacturer specifications, except with the prescription of a medical authority.

PENALTY—For initial violation, offending player shall be immediately replaced on the ice, and the referee shall warn the offending team that subsequent violations by any player of that team shall result in the player being assessed a misconduct.

Note: It is recommended that mandatory protective mouth guards be made from a colored material for easy identification.
